• If you do not have a photocard style licence - you must bring your paper driving licence AND a 

passport or similar photographic means of identification. 

• If you hold a non-European driving licence you must also bring your passport and any other 

appropriate documents showing proof of entry into the UK within the last 12 months.

• Please bring a copy of the latest edition of The Highway Code (costs £2.50) available from all 

good bookshops, newsagents and some supermarkets. 

• Check your route and venue location before the day of the course as you must arrive on time – 

late arrivals will not be allowed to participate.  
• You must be appropriately dressed for the consideration of other clients – no work clothes 

such as overalls or muddy boots, or clothing motifs that could offend others. 

• Do not bring anyone with you (unless you have made prior arrangements to bring an 

interpreter or carer – see below). 

 

If you require any of the following you must telephone the Helpline below immediately 

(if you have not already done so) to make the necessary arrangements:  

• You have difficulty understanding English and will need an interpreter. (If you are bringing an 

interpreter they must be at least aged 18 years).  

• You have hearing difficulties and require a sign language interpreter or hearing loop.  
• You need to bring a carer or have special requirements due to mobility or other difficulties.
